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REFLECTIONS 

Dear Congregation, 
 

This week I conclude my 2-part letter on my favorite verse from the Psalms.  
"For his anger endureth but a moment; in his favor is life:  

weeping may endure for a night, but Joy cometh in the morning." 
(Psalm 30:5)  

 

Part 3. Weeping may endure for a night 
Yes, this life can be filled with heartaches and tribulations. No one escapes the blues! Life can 
be very difficult, and at these times we wonder if God really cares and if life is worth living.  
Discouragement can steal upon us like a thief in the night!  Where the Psalmist says "for a 
night," don't take that literally, because sometimes the òweepingó can last several days, weeks, 
months, or even years.  We all walk through the valley of the shadow of death, yet God is with 
us.  We do not walk alone.  Plus we know that one day all the pain and suffering is going to end! 
The last part of Psalm 30:5 tells us when.  
 

Part 4. But Joy cometh in the morning 
Every time I hear these words, my heart lifts. I love the juxtaposition of those two words: òbut 
joy.ó  This is the clincher of the whole verse. As a Christian who believes in the resurrected  
Jesus, I hear the words of a familiar and beloved Easter song "Then Came the Morning.ó  As the 
Son burst forth from the tomb, sin and death were defeated, and love had won.  Whenever that 
blessed morning occurs, all saints will be gathered together and rejoice in His presence!  òThe 
Great Gettin-Up Morning" is going to be marked by unimaginable joy!  
 

The next time you experience adversity, or when you feel that you have really messed things up 
and let God down, remember Psalm 30:5. May the Good News of Christ carry you through your 
self-doubts, feelings of unworthiness, and times of despair as you look forward to the future 
òjoyó that is coming!
